An Audio Tour of Bodie, a Californian Ghost Town

Scene opens up with typical noises/music from a western saloon (piano/voices/
glasses), then beginning of a saloon brawl

Single voice interrupting: “Gold! They’ve found more gold in the Bodie hills!”
(fight/music stops abruptly)

Several excited voices (overlapping): Gold?/ More gold?! /Yupee!!

(music/voices louder, then fade out. . .)

Narrator: Yes, dear Visitor, these were the sounds so typical of the gold rush town of Bodie

Harry:

during its boom years between 1877 and 1880: dancehall music, saloon fights, and
new discoveries of gold. While those days are long gone and the town’s streets are
now deserted, over 200,000 visitors come every year to experience the charm and
magic of Bodie, California, one of the largest and best preserved ghost towns in
the western United States.

Our audio tour begins here at the Bodie Museum on Main Street. But before you
leave the building, please take a close look at the photographs on the walls in front
of you. In 1876 only about 30 miners lived here in Bodie, but by 1880 the magical
word “gold!” had helped the population grow to almost 10,000 people, suddenly
making Bodie one of the largest cities in California. As you can see in these
photos, the miners and shopkeepers who moved to this isolated area high up in
the Sierra Nevada Mountains brought their families with them, hoping to become
rich over night. But along with them came adventurers, gunfighters, robbers and
prostitutes, and Bodie’s reputation as an “evil town” began.

Please step out of the building now and look up and down Main Street. In 1878
Main Street was already a mile long and by 1880 every other building was a bar or
dance hall. Altogether there were sixty-five saloons but no churches. One of these
saloons was in the Dechambeau Hotel on your right. Through the window you can
see bottles still on the bar and tables . .. as if the owner could be back any minute
to clean up. Of course there is dust all over everything, so you know that no-one
has been in here for a long, long time. And that’s the way it looks in almost all of
Bodie’s buildings. You see, when the gold boom in Bodie was over, people just
picked up what they could carry and rushed off to the next town where gold had
been found.

Another good example of this is the office of the Bodie Standard newspaper across
the street. Look through the window at the cluttered desks and the old printing
press. Sometimes you can even hear voices from the past like that of reporter
Harry Lewis talking about life in Bodie:

“After a long day digging for gold, the miners head for the bars and the red light
district. Seven beer breweries work day and night and enormous amounts of
whiskey are brought in by horse wagon every day. But this mixture of money, gold
and alcohol is often fatal. At least one man is killed in Bodie every day, and the
town has become better known for its wild living than for its gold. A little girl, whose
family was moving to Bodie, even wrote in her diary: ‘Good-bye God, I’'m going to
Bodie’.
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Narrator: Now while we continue our tour down Main Street let me warn you: DO NOT pick
up and take home ANYTHING, for if you do, the evil Bodie curse could fall upon
you. It is said that the spirits of the people who lived here protect the town and
anyone who removes something, no matter how small, is cursed with bad luck and
misfortune until the removed items are returned. Every year park rangers receive
objects in the mail taken from Bodie. Sometimes these objects are sent back
together with anonymous letters saying “sorry” to both the town and its guardian
spirits.
